What? JoINT EMERGENCY CORONAVIRUS APPEAL

The Henry Martyn Institute in India was helped by All We
Can and the Methodist Church in Britain (MCB) with money
raised through a joint Emergency Coronavirus appeal.

The Henry Martyn Institute is a university that believes in
peace building, community development, and helping
women to succeed.

The Methodist Church also helped the Institute with grants
from the World Mission Fund.

This money provided:
« free face masks, hand sanitisers and soaps
« vaccines for the poor

« education on how to take care of yourself during the
pandemic (such as eating a proper diet and taking
regular medicine)

» money to help families affected by the pandemic.
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Climate justice and COP26
workers funded by the WHF

In 2021 the Climate Change Conference (called COP26) had young Methodists from around the
world campaign for the global Methodist community to take action on the climate crisis.

The campaign was called ‘Climate Justice for All' (CJ4A).

CJ4A invited the global Methodist community to take action in three ways:
- Listen to those with experience of the climate crisis.

« Call upon representatives.

« Commiit to personal change.
