
While there is no magic formula for growing  
a church, there are various factors that  
are found to be associated with growing 
churches. The eight practices of growing 
churches set out below are taken from  
research conducted by the Church 
of England in 2011-2013 and by The 
Methodist Church in 2015-2016.1
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Research has found that 
growing churches: 

✓✓    ��have a clear mission 
and purpose

✓✓    ��know and serve their 
community

✓✓    ��welcome and 
follow up

✓✓    ��offer discipleship 
pathways

✓✓    ��have transformational 
leaders

✓✓    ��involve all people

✓✓    ��change and adapt

✓✓    ��connect with 
young people
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
