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Background

1. Hartley Victoria College (the Methodist contribution to Luther King House) in Manchester will conclude its training responsibilities and all other activities in August 2015. 

2. HVC has been in possession of two houses for academic members of staff.  These are:

a. 17 Redshaw Close, Fallowfield. M14 6JB - a 3 bed mid-terraced house valued at
£155,000. This property is leasehold (999 years from 1991) and the freeholder has recently been reassigned to Chime Properties Ltd.
b.  68 Brantingham Road, Whalley Range, M16 8HQ - a semi-detached house of manse standard . A valuation is not currently available.

3. TMCP is the registered owner for both these houses and both are held on a Model Trust deed. 

4. Neither are required for the housing provision for ministers serving the NW & Mann Region of the Network.
