The Wesley’s Chapel/Leysian Mission Circuit meeting is pleased to report the following to this year’s Methodist Conference meeting in Edinburgh:

· In the last ten years membership has risen from 204 to 363.

· Our membership is drawn from 36 different national backgrounds.

· The Circuit’s Leadership Team (with considerable experience in the Caribbean, South America, West and Southern Africa, and various sectors of British community life) reflects back to the congregation its own diversity.

· The Circuit is committed to affirming people in their diversity.

· Beyond that commitment, however, lies an even deeper and stronger determination to seek and express that “unity beyond diversity” which flows through from our common humanity.

· 10,000 visitors from every continent on earth have visited John Wesley’s House and the Museum of Methodism over the last year.

· After a number of years when we ran deficits on our annual accounts, we are pleased to note that we have now (through a change of investment policy as well as by increasing congregational giving) balanced our books.

· We have every confidence that our improved financial situation will continue into the future.

· We continue to deal with complex issues relating to immigration and asylum.  This is the most time-intensive and demanding aspect of our pastoral work.

· We recommissioned 38 Pastoral Leaders for another year’s service.  We have also commissioned Sunday School teachers and Heritage Stewards.

· We continue to work committedly with our ecumenical neighbours – Roman Catholic, Anglican and Lutheran.  We are also deeply involved in the governance and worshiping life of St Paul’s Cathedral.

· Wesley’s Chapel plays a key role in national and local community affairs.  We are proud to offer its work for the scrutiny of the Conference even though we know that no time will be given to discuss this report on the floor of the Conference.
