1. The committee held its annual meeting in November 2008 at Methodist Church House. 

2. The committee welcomed the proposals agreed by the 2008 Conference to create a Heritage Committee and to appoint a Heritage Officer within the Connexional Team.

3. Thanks were expressed to Mrs Barbara Negus for her years of service managing Modern Records at MCH. Several issues around future care of these and other records will be discussed with senior leaders in the Team.

4. The committee was pleased to note the gift to the Methodist Church of two original John Wesley letters and other significant material, now lodged at the John Rylands University Library, Manchester.

5. The next District Archivists’ conference will take place in Manchester on 27-28 March 2009. 

6. The MMS History Project continues to make steady progress.

7. A grant of £4489 under SO 212(11) was approved for the conservation of prints, engravings and lithographs at the New Room, Bristol. It was also agreed to buy four new tape recorders for the Oral History projects and to spend £1000 on training for the operators.
