Incorporation of the Leys and St Faith’s Schools Foundation

In 2005, following changes to the Trust Deed approved by the Conference, all nine of the Board of Management Schools became incorporated charities. This followed a similar step previously by four of the Associated Methodist Independent Schools. The primary purpose of this action, which was managed by the Church’s solicitors, Pothecary Witham Weld, was to provide protection from personal liability for members of governing bodies. The Leys now also wishes to follow suit. 

In the light of changes to their Scheme of Governance in 2007, the school needs the approval of Council for any constitutional amendments (prior to that date this had been a presidential responsibility).
