Safeguarding Advisory Panel (SO232)

This panel is appointed annually by the Council to consider requests by appointing bodies etc for permission to appoint people with unclear CRB disclosures or other similar complications from a safeguarding point of view. 

The Panel consists of (i) at least 10 people with safeguarding expertise and (ii) at least 5 ‘senior’ people. When dealing with cases at first instance, a group of three members are selected, two from group (i) and one from group (ii). Appeals are dealt with by three different people, two from group (ii) and one from group (i).

In recent weeks the Panel’s workload has increased, and it has been found that the current number of ‘senior’ members is insufficient. The convener (the Revd Ian White) therefore approached the President and asked that she appoint an additional member, the Revd David Gamble. This she did, and he has dealt with two cases during the past week.

This is now reported to the Council and the Council is asked to confirm the appointment of the Revd David Gamble to the Panel.
