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The Management Committee of the Wesley Study Centre, Durham (WSC)
1.
The Management Committee agreed in October 2011 that it was an appropriate time to review the membership of the committee. It was felt that the committee had grown of necessity over the years of development of the WSC. Now was a time to reconsider the representative nature of the membership which is required and also the skills and gifts necessary for the performance of its functions.

2.
The committee also felt that it functions more as a governance body for the WSC on behalf of the Methodist Council rather than as a local management committee, particularly in respect of the day to day running of the centre. The initial remit of the committee had been to act as a local management committee on behalf of the then Ministerial Training Committee. Local management is now carried out by the officers and staff of the WSC. It therefore felt that a change of name would be appropriate.

3.
 The following membership of the committee was suggested:

· Chair, WSC Management Committee

· Director of WSC

· Treasurer of WSC

· Warden of Cranmer Hall

· Representative of the Connexional Team

· Representative of Durham University (the Department of Theology and Religion)
· Representative of WSC Tutors

· Representative of WSC Students (2)

· Representative of Durham and Deerness Valley Circuit (Superintendent Minister)

· Chair of District (also a member of the Methodist Training Forum of the Yorkshire and North-East Regional Training Network)

· Methodist Council nominee to the Council of St John’s College    

· Principal of St John’s College (by invitation)
· Co-opted members (2-4) – see paragraph 4
4.
It was suggested that the membership should include those with the following skills and experience: finance, personnel and development, higher education, theological and ministerial education and formation, legal, business and marketing. Clearly, some of these will be covered by the categories suggested above, but others may be needed as additional co-opted members of the committee (2-4 members).

5.
The length of time for serving on the committee had not been considered in recent times. It was suggested that those members who were not there by virtue of their position should be appointed for 4 years in the first instance with the possibility of renewal for 2-4 years.

6.
It was suggested that the name of the committee should be “The Wesley Study Centre Committee”. This would reflect the nature of the committee’s responsibilities.

7.
At its meeting on 1st February 2012 the committee reviewed the suggestions from its previous meeting and agreed that they should be instituted from the academic year 2012-13.
