Contemporary Forms of Training
The Conference of 2011 passed the following resolution (17/5);
The Conference directs the Methodist Council to develop more contemporary forms of training for preachers in order to develop preacher’s understanding of the contemporary context in which young people now find themselves.
The Youth Assembly of 2009 had made a similar request to the Conference when it asked that that work be carried out to invigorate the training for Local Preachers. 

During the course of the last few months this work has become part of the Fruitful Field Project which will report to the Conference in 2012. This specific resolution, along with  a number of others pertaining to Local Preaching and Worship Leading (ie M2 (2009) Support for Local Preachers; M3 (2009) Local Preachers’ Sunday; M4 (2009) Faith and Worship Course; M5 (2009) Contemporary Worship and Faith and Worship Course; M6 (2009) Faith and Worship Course; M34 (2009) Training and Support for Local Preachers; M5 (2010) Training of Local Preachers and Worship Leaders and M23 (2010) Connexionally-mandated officers) have all been borne in mind as work has been undertaken under the auspices of the Ministries Committee in thinking about appropriate pathways for all authorised ministries.

This resolution is therefore being dealt with as part of the remit of the Ministries Committee and in particular the Fruitful Field project.
