Hope in God’s Future Implementation

Purpose

To oversee a process to resource and monitor our discipleship across the Connexion in the context of climate change.   
The 2009 Conference resolved to make sections one to four of Hope in God's Future a draft Conference statement. The draft Statement returned to the 2011 Conference and it was adopted as an official Conference Statement.

A Carbon Reduction Project Management Group was set up to have oversight of a time-limited project which ended in August 2012. The new monitoring group would support Connexional Team staff as they embed the aims of Hope in God’s Future throughout the Methodist Church and will oversee the implementation of the relevant Conference and Council resolutions.

It is anticipated that the group will work mainly electronically and be appointed for 18 months to oversee the production of a report back to the Methodist Conference in 2014.

The work of the group will include:
·  Identifying how resources can be released in all parts of the Church to support the implementation of Hope in God’s Future and ensuring that appropriate materials are available for inspiration and guidance.

· Ensuring that resources are available to support preaching, study and theological training and that an appropriate communication strategy is in place 
· Evaluating the processes being implemented for measuring the carbon footprint of the Methodist Church and disseminating the lessons learned
· Assessing the experience of ecumenical partners in this agenda.   Identifying opportunities for and benefits of collaboration. 
The group will comprise no more than six people, and will include the following: 
· At least one District Chair

· One member of the Senior Leadership Group of the Connexional Team
· At least one Minister including if possible a Superintendent
