Presbyteral and Diaconal Candidates – timescale for appeals

The Council is asked to approve that the following report and resolution be submitted to the Conference:

Consideration has been given to the period of time that should be allowed for lodging an appeal against the recommendation of the Ministerial or Diaconal Candidates’ Selection Committee under Standing Order 715(1) (re Candidates) or 730 (10) (re Transfer between Churches).  In order to give a more adequate time for those who may wish to lodge an appeal to come to a mind, it is proposed to extend the deadline after the candidate/applicant receives written notification of the decision of the committee (currently ten and seven days respectively) to fourteen days.

The Conference amends Standing Orders as follows:

i) In Standing Order 715(1), fourth line, replace ‘ten days’ with ‘fourteen days’

ii) In Standing Order 730(10), fourth and fifth lines, replace ‘seven days’ with ‘fourteen days’
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
