To all who are advised on immigration by Stanley H Platt acting on behalf of the Methodist Church

I am appointed as advisor to the Methodist Church on immigration and asylum.  I am exempted at level 2 with the Office of Immigration Services Commissioner [ Casework usually restricted to Ministers of Religion].  Support and advice is available to ministers and members of the Methodist Church who have pastoral responsibility for asylum seeker or immigrants in their congregations and in relation to asylum and immigration issues

There are no charges made for the advice given by me or its associated pastoral care. External fees must be paid by you or on your behalf by others. You may of course seek representation for asylum or immigration advice form other exempted or registered advisor or a solicitor.  Public funding may be available in certain circumstances with a solicitor. This letter sets out the general terms of my advice; details peculiar to your situation will be agreed at the time.

My work is supervised by Alison McDonald Solicitor of 153 St John’s Avenue, Bridlington YO16 4NW.  Alison is also a Methodist Minister

Any complaint about the advice given should in the first instance be addressed to me.  If I am unable to remedy the complaint to your satisfaction, then the complaint should be addressed to Alison McDonald at the above address.  If at any stage satisfaction has not been obtained then complaints may be addressed to the Office of the Immigration Services Commissioner [OISC] 5th Floor Counting House, 53 Tooley Street London SE1 2QN [pro forma available on request]

All casework is subject to a quarterly examination by Alison McDonald.  Every two years or thereabouts the OISC will inspect my case files.  Both these examinations are confidential and matters discussed are not available to third parties. Your consent that those who supervise or regulate my work should have access to your file is an essential requirement of me being able to offer advice. If you are not happy for this to be so then you must withdraw your request for advice.

Under the Data Protection Act I am obliged to inform you that I hold details which are considered necessary for the conduct of your matter both on my computer and in hard copy files, this is quite normal in the conduct of this sort of work and you are of course entitled to examine your files should you wish to do so.  I propose to assume your consent to my holding of these records unless I hear otherwise from you
