Appointment of additional Connexional Advocate

 

Standing Order 1112(3) provides for the Conference to appoint a number of persons as Connexional Advocates, to prepare and present discipline charges and to represent respondents in the Connexional Complaints and Discipline Processes.

 

To date six Connexional Advocates have been appointed.  We need to increase this number to between 15 and 20.  

 

(If Council members are aware of potential candidates it would be good if they would approach them and ask them to consider the possibility.  Further information can be obtained from the Governance Support Cluster.)

 

On 13th January 2009, the Revd Stuart Wild was interviewed for this role and his name is now brought to the Council for approval for immediate appointment.  His name would then be added to the list taken to the Conference in 2009 for annual appointment.

 

Stuart Wild is currently the Superintendent Minister of the Manchester Circuit.  Before candidating for the ministry he trained and qualified as a barrister.  He has held district office in the previous Connexional Complaints and Discipline arrangements and was appointed by the 2008 Conference as a member of the Connexional Complaints Panel.
