3. There appears to be no record of Colin Pearson being reappointed follow expiry of his term of office commencing on 12/12/2005; of Graham Danbury being reappointed following expiry of his term of office commencing on 31/1/2007; or of Keith Woodley being reappointed following expiry of his term of office commencing on 1/9/2008. 

4.
