Ministerial Candidates Selection Committee

Standing Order 320 reads as follows:

320
Ministerial Candidates Selection Committee.  (1) There shall be a connexional Ministerial Candidates Selection Committee appointed annually by the Conference and consisting of:


(i)
two Team members responsible for initial ministerial training and candidates, and


(ii)
not more than seventy-five other persons nominated by the Methodist Council of whom not more than twelve shall be tutors from training institutions. 


(2) [revoked]

(2A) If it becomes apparent that the number of members of the committee appointed under head (ii) of clause (1) above who are able to attend any of its meetings in a particular year will be insufficient for the proper conduct of the committee’s business, the council shall co-opt as necessary further members who have appropriate prior experience. Such co-opted members will be members of the committee for the year of co-option only. Any such co-options shall be reported to the subsequent Conference.

It is judged that in order to ensure that the Committee’s business is conducted properly this year, two further people should be co-opted. They are

Deacon Sue Culver (Associate-Warden designate, Methodist Diaconal Order)
